The Sibelius Monument
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The Sibelius monument is dedicated to a Finnish composer Jean Sibelius. The monument is located here in Helsinki at the Sibelius park (or Sibeliuspuisto in Finnish). It is designed by Eila Hiltunen, and it was unveiled at 7th of September in 1967, thought monument was meant to be finished at 1966 for the sake of Sibelius’s 100th years fest. Monument is one of the most known Finnish monuments of abstract art. 

The monument is made of steel and consists of 600 hollow pipes welded together in a wave like pattern and it weights 24 tonnes. When you first see the monument you probably wouldn’t first think that it resembles a famous Finnish composer if you didn’t actually know it. By the time when the monument was being made, it got lots of attention because of it’s too abstract looks. By the audiences call Eila Hiltunen had to add a face-relief off Jean Sibelius to the monument and is located next to it. 

There is also a smaller version of the monument is located at the UNESCO (United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization) headcuarters in Paris. 

Many tourists find it interesting to shout to one of the huge pipes and then listen the echo. It’s almost like making music, but I wouldn’t be so sure about it how musical it is at the end.
